Dear workshop participants,

The global progress achieved with regard to 5G specification over the last couple of months has been impressive. Standardisation bodies and 3GPP in particular have played a crucial role to get 5G closer to the market to the benefit of our economies and our citizens. Since 2012, the European Commission has been very committed to 5G developments in Europe as a key building block of our Digital Single Market strategy. In that context, the achievement of key milestones such as the completion of Release 15, availability of multiple architectural deployment specifications, and the start of Release 16 are very important steps to support the policy goals that the European Union has set with the 5G Action Plan, targeting 5G launch in all Member States by 2020. 
There are though quite a few important milestones ahead of us: WRC-19, the completion of Release 16 and the adoption of the IMT-2020 specifications at ITU level by 2020. The submission of such specifications to the ITU by 3GPP will in particular be a crucial milestone towards global availability of IMT-2020 specifications supporting global interoperability. 

In that context, the Directorate General CONNECT of the European Commission is very happy to host a workshop that will contribute to widely disseminating the impressive results achieved by 3GPP towards relevant stakeholders and policy makers, before their submission to the ITU. We look forward to this very promising event.

HOW TO REACH THE BORSCHETTE CENTRE

Albert Borschette Conference Centre (CCAB)

From Brussels Airport

Bus: Bus number 12 runs from the airport to the city centre approximately every twenty minutes. The journey will take you 30-45 minutes.

Take this bus from the airport to the Schuman bus stop, located at the Schuman roundabout. From this stop, walk down rue Froissart, cross rue Belliard and continue on the right-hand side for about 300 meters. The next large building after the Clinique Leopold is the Centre Borschette Center.

Taxi: A taxi from the airport will take you about 25-30 minutes (average price: 45 EUR).
Train & Metro: Trains run from the airport to Brussels Central Station (Gare Centrale/Centraal Station) approximately every twenty minutes. The journey will take you 25 minutes. Once you reach Central Station, you will take the metro to the Schuman metro stop. Take the metro line 1A/B in the direction of either Stockel/Stokkel or Herrmann-Debroux, for 5 stops. Get off at Schuman and leave the metro station via the Justus Lipsius exit. The CCAB is less than 5mn walk from there
From Brussels South Train Station (Gare du Midi/Zuidstation)

Metro: The journey by metro will take you approximately 20-25 minutes.

Take the metro line 2 in the direction of Simonis for 6 stops. Get off at Arts-Loi/Kunst-Wet

and change to line 1A/B. Take this metro line in the direction of either Stockel/Stokkel or

Herrmann-Debroux, for 2 stops. Get off at Schuman and leave the metro station via the

Justus Lipsius exit.
