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Welcome and introductions
The CERP Coordinator (Patrick Guillemin) welcomed the 18 participants (listed at the end of this report). Each participant introduced himself briefly and the agenda was approved to start with a CERP presentation to the guests (CESI, Inno and some ETSI Staff people).  
Presentation by the CERP Coordinator 
The CERP Coordinator presented the CERP activities using the file “CERP7 Keynote_Guillemin_02 v3.ppt”. The two EC guests from CESI (Wang Wenfeng and Gao Linpeng), who attended the 6,7 October 2008 Nice Conference http://www.internet2008.eu/,  gave a presentation of CESI RFID activities in China to the present CERP participants. CESI has been invited to cooperate with the CASAGRAS project to extend CASAGARS to the Chinese stakeholders.  This presentation (like the CERP presentation) “CERP7_RFID IN CHINA.ppt “ is available in the CERP#7 public folder http://portal.etsi.org/docbox/ERM/Open/CERP20081008/
After this presentation the 2 CESI guests and their ETSI guides left the meeting room.
Following Patrick Guillemin’s email to CERP on 9 July 2008 calling for information about “recycling and the biodegradability of RFID tags”, Franck Le Gall, in collaboration with National Research Cluster project Maud (French “pôle de compétitivité MauD”) is able to provide CERP#7 participants with a 10 mn – 3 Slides report about the information collected. The floor was given to Franck Le Gall from Inno, who presented preliminary results of a study on "Recycling et biodegradability in the context of RFID" as provided in the file ”CERP7 Presentation Franck Le Gall.pdf”
Twelve participants remained in the meeting. The CERP#7 meeting started with the presentation of “PEARS Feasibility” project “CERP7 Pears Feasibility presentation for CERP - October08.ppt “ given by Humberto MORAN (already in ASPIRE) from Friendly Technologies (and Open Source Innovation). Participants raised questions on “Password Tags” identity distribution, eavesdropping, printed electronics… showing interest for this innovative PET proposal of “silent tags” from PEARS Feasibility. We welcomed this new project in CERP. Tayyab Abbas Shamsi, Birgit Gampl and Emilie Danel expressed interest in exploring collaboration possibilities.
The CERP Coordinator introduced Alessandro Bassi from Hitachi Europe who chairs the RFID Working Group of the ETP EPoSS http://www.smart-systems-integration.org . The proposal to accept EPoSS in CERP was accepted and appreciated by the EC. VTT Kaj Nummila said that he is already involved in the ETP EPoSS. CERP members also participated in February 2008 EC/EPoSS workshop on the Internet Of Things.

CERP IoT scope discussion
The CERP meeting did continue with an important discussion on the new scope of the Cluster moving from RFID to the Internet Of Things. The Coordinator received a significant number of position papers (and emails) and discussed the different possibilities to change the scope of the Cluster and reflect this change to rename the CERP. To choose a new name from this list:

· CERP-IoT Cluster of European Research Projects on the Internet Of Things 

· ONE      Internet and Objects for Networking and Enterprise Integration 

· I-O-I    Internet Objects Integration 

· I-ONE    Internet, Objects, Networking Technologies for Enterprise Integration 

· EI-IT    Enterprise Integration and Internet of Things 

· PEIRIoT  Projects on Enterprise Integration Research and Internet of Things

As of today, 21 October 2008, the preference seems to be given to

CERP-IoT Cluster of European Research Projects on the Internet Of Things.
Patrick Guillemin added this comment <<We have to live a transition period with continuity in 2008. By example from CERP to CERP-IoT is good for the handover period. I propose to re-open this discussion Q4 2009 with more exciting names. Let us play with that list for the moment. As soon as the new name will be confirmed a new logo will be created.>>
Anthony Furness, on the request of the EC and the CERP Coordinator, has been asked to introduce the CASAGRAS project and its current vision of the Internet Of Things (as approved in recent EC CASAGRAS project Review) The presentation of “CERP7 CASAGRAS - CERP Internet of Things Presentation - 8th October.ppt” was given and commented by Anthony Furness who invited the CERP participants to provide comments and inputs to this definition, model and approach to be the base of new scope for the CERP.

Bruno OMER from CuteLoop  project agreed to develop a generic model of the Internet Of Things (IoT). He underlined the issue to integrate existing technologies, to identify what are the expected applications and to anticipate the IoT usages (accommodating needs)

Tayyab Abbas Shamsi from TXT (iSURF) said that he is very interested by CASAGRAS. All issues are multidimensional (IoT, FI, Architecture, Standards). This IoT approach allows a vision and a roadmap. In iSURF Project, he proposed to be working on “down to earth” applications in Textile (from fiber to clothes). The need is to help SMEs solving interoperability problems and using the Internet for the enterprises. iSURF can highlight the problems. iSURF is also member of the Enterprise Interoperability (EI) Cluster. Anthony Furness answered that iSURF can help to generate knowledge and underpin technology referring to iSURF and EI.
Andras Vilmos from STOLPAN said that we need to integrate existing applications with its security and privacy requirements. He added that B2B and B2C should be addressed differently.

Humberto Moran from PEARS Feasibility mentioned the different components: technology, standards, applications, research and innovation.

Emilie Danel from GS1 involved in GRIFS and BRIDGE found the CASAGRAS and IoT presentation interesting and said that in CERP meetings we need more presence of projects. For BRIDGE project, EPC is one good example of architecture available.

Birgit Gampl from CE RFID said that the new CERP scope (IoT) should be now written. We need to consider “down to earth” applications. The CE RFID can contribute.

Kaj Nummila from VTT (in Indisputable Key project) said that VTT is active en ETP EPoSS for the Internet Of Things. In EPoSS the Smart System Integration technology considers tags working on metal and water including sensors on it. The same integrated circuits include both NFC and EPCgloabl protocols. So at VTT, they work on innovative smart RFID devices. By example Kaj presented tags working both with HF and UHF using 2 protocols and sensors.
All past and future position papers on the Internet Of Things will be submitted to CASAGRAS/Anthony Furness who will elaborate and maintain the Internet Of Things definition and approach used in the new scope of CERP within the deliverables of CASAGRAS. This includes past position papers exchanged in the CERP mailing list.
CERP presentations by the European Commission
Manuel MATEO from the EC (representing the EC CERP Secretary Florent Frederix and Peter Fries) made a presentation about the EC activities:
· There is a need to change the CERP RFID scope to IoT and reflect this change in the new Cluster name

· Welcome to DOODLE proposal to collect position about proposed new names for the Cluster
· Next CERP#8 meeting will be held in Denmark, (around Second half of February 2009) at University of Aalborg with a visit of Laboratories to be synchronized with Neeli Prasad (ASPIRE)

· The HYDRA project has been invited to rejoin CERP

· We need to work on “Research Agenda”: After EC/EPoSS past workshop (February 2008) and the associated report produced, the task is now to maintain a research agenda. A new ICT Work Program is planned after January 2009. We need to reduce EC/EPoSS 30 pages report to 2 paragraphs (perhaps 2 to 5 pages). The request is to have an updated version of that document for Lyon ICT 2008 in November, to be distributed
· The issue of the handover of the CERP website was raised, and Birgit Gampl confirmed that CE RFID VDI-VDE-IT will continue to host the website for 2 years. The CERP content will be directly managed by the CERP Coordinator using the Content Management System.
· The EC supports CASAGRAS/Anthony Furness to lead the discussions on CERP  Internet Of Things 
· 25-27 November 2008 ICT 2008 in LYON http://ec.europa.eu/information_society/events/ict/2008/register/index_en.htm 
EPoSS, BRIDGE and SToP projects have a booth in ICT 2008. The following question was raised: “Is there a space for CERP booth in ICT 2008? Can we drop brochures poster at this stand?”.The EC needs a higher level of representation for ICT 2008 event (not technology for high level overall research topics)

· Reports: CERP Poster, CERP Booklet, CERP annual report, .. to maintain
· DG INFSO produce annual activity reports, with 2 or 3 pages to summarize each Cluster activities. The EC needs one for CERP and AITPL. EC CERP Secretary will soon produce it to include 2008 report by the end October  2008. The EC needs a live document  produced by CERP

CERP Projects news

Birgit GAMPL from METRO presented the CE RFID wrap up “CERP7 CE RFID Results_01.ppt” and announced the next coming kick-off meeting of the “CE RFID Forum” on 11 November 2008.  She introduced the proposal to form a RFID European Network and asked for comments. The CE RFID stakeholders will continue to collaborate and will invite others to rejoin their effort. Patrick Guillemin welcomed this proposal and indicated that this new RFID initiative should take into account the existing initiatives: EPoSS, GRIFS MoU, CASAGRAS Forum, EU RFID Thematic Network, CERP and the industrial FORA like AIM, GS1, EPCglobal and industry associations like IATA, UOU, ICAO…
Emilie Danel from GS1 introduced BRIDGE using the presentation “CERP7 BRIDGE.pdf” (missing). She introduced the GRIFS project using the same material used by Henri Barthel in the 6,7 October Nice conference “CERP7 GRIFS.pdf” (missing).
Patrick Guillemin introduced preliminary results of the GRIFS survey to the CERP about on-goinf RFID standardization activities “CERP7 Standardisation SurveyPROJECT v2.doc” and invited pending respondents to complete the survey. In a second phase the answer will be analysed and the final report will be available in the public document provided by GRIFS.
Tayyab Abbas Shamsi from TXT (iSURF) announced:

· Enterprise Interoperability Cluster (EI) met in June 2008 and will hold next meeting after ICT 2008 in Lyon in a dedicated meeting place. Every CERP member is welcome to participate. EI need a full day to present all projects. Any person interested in participating should write to Sergio Gusmeroli from iSURF/TXT and to Peter Friess from the EC.

· On 9,10 December 2008 in Madrid there will be the FIA meeting. Please contact Sergio Gusmeroli if you are interested to participate. Please note the FIT WG1 session with Neeli Prasad (ASPIRE) on FI of real world
