(*) The EU-US RFID Lighthouse symposium (Washington DC, September 22, 2008)

The European Commission (EC) and the United States Government (USG) are working together under the Transatlantic Economic Council (TEC) Initiative to develop a roadmap for cooperation in the field of Radio Frequency Identification (RFID), consisting of the short and long-term initiatives necessary to realize the potential of sharing information and best practices on the actual usages of RFID (more...).  We hope to ensure that the deployment of RFID technologies in the business and consumer environments does not face unnecessary barriers that would impede innovation and prevent society to reap the benefits deriving from the use of RFID in global commerce. 

As part of this effort, we would like to invite you to help us organize an International Symposium on the Societal Benefits of RFID.  Please send an email with the heading EU-US Lighthouse symposium with your expression of interest to  florent.frederix at ec.europa.eu  who will provide more details on how to organise your concrete participation or pre-register using the Information Society events registration system (link) . Currently we envision the symposium focusing on a limited number of relevant applications.  Examples could include: 

Pedigree Tracking/Anti-Counterfeiting and Authentication: to cover pharmaceuticals, medical devices, car parts, parts of airplane engines, chemical components, etc. 

Food and Agricultural Safety and Related Applications:  e.g., animal tagging and tracking Transportation Applications: automotive safety, airline applications and intelligent transportation systems Shipping Security Applications:  RFID e-sealed shipping containers; automated manifest systems to confirm individual order shipment and tracing Environmental Benefits:  car-share programs, improvement of sorting and recycling processes for product parts and materials Health Benefits:  improve patient care, infant tracking, medication dose monitoring, product recalls, etc. 

Consumer Convenience:  shorter queues in stores, automated payments EC and USG consider trust and user acceptance as important yardsticks for the implementation of RFID in social environments. Therefore, we expect that the symposium will pay high attention to the factors likely to form trust, in particular privacy, data protection and data security. 

Additionally, we envision the symposium as an opportunity for companies to showcase various RFID products and applications in a trade show setting.  We also hope to have pre-arranged meetings for U.S. and European companies with similar or complimentary RFID products or services to consult, based on their business needs.  We believe that this would provide an opportunity for the industry-to-industry cooperation that the TEC envisages.

We look forward to hearing your thoughts on this proposal, to working with you to inform others about the symposium, and to plan an agenda.  

Note, that the symposium day is followed by a second day (September 23, 2008)  co-organised by the Federal Trade Commission (FTC) and the European Commission that carries the working title "Transatlantic Workshop on RFID: Strategies for Mitigating Risks to Consumers".
