Dear Patrick

The IFM-Project Steering Committee met last week and have endorsed the linkage to CERP and are happy for you to relate this to other projects.  Our web site has some good background (www.ifm-project.eu ) but as you will appreciate we have only just got started and conclusions are some way off!

But on standardisation, we are driven directly by ISO24014-1 (plus a number of lower level CEN standards such as EN15320 and EN1545) and it is through the membership of ISO TC 204 and CEN TC276 that we originally came together.

We also indirectly are involved with ISO14443 and its links.  The ISO24014 linkage is now looking at a new work stream between the Public Transport smartcard backed Interoperable Fare Management and the emerging EMVCo contactless payment card systems.  This is an exciting new development which has the full attention of both Visa and Mastercard.  I will be representing IFM Project at the next joint ISO/CEN meeting in Paris in July to discuss next steps

Thank you for your approach.  As the co-ordinator of the EU-IFM Project, I am sure we would be very happy to join with you.  I will have a look at your web sites. 

In the UK we have approaching 10million cards in the ITSO IFM environment; and by 2010 we will have the London Oyster scheme compatible with ITSO, so IFM is becoming a large RFID population.  Across the EU IFM we are also talking with Mastercard and Visa about bringing their EMV contactless cards within IFM.

The EU-IFM do not get involved in technical RFID specifications beyond ISO 14443; or involvement is at the data level and how the data is to be handled in the back office and beyond.  But if it is relevant for me to attend your CERP meeting in June, I would be happy to present about IFM and the IFM-Project.  If so could you send me details of attendance.
