ETSI: ETSI TG34 (RFID) and TG28 (Short Range Devices) have developed a System Reference Document aiming to make the case for additional spectrum in the UHF band. 

EPCglobal:The BRIDGE deliverable “D02.4 High level design Discovery Services” issued by WP2 was formally submitted to EPCglobal in September 2007. EPCglobal had just started a Joint Requirement Group on Discovery Services and the BRIDGE contribution was welcome and is used extensively in this work. Several BRIDGE members who authored D02.4 do participate in the EPCglobal JRG.

IETF: In addition to EPCglobal, the BRIDGE D02.4 deliverable was submitted IETF in September 2007. IETF did launch a work item on Extensible Supply Discovery Service (ESDS) and is using the BRIDGE input as a major contribution to this work.

ISO/IEC SC31: Members of WP4 on security and especially the Technical University of Graz have been involved in meetings with SC31/WG4/SG3. As a result, a new work item has been submitted to ISO by the national standard body of Austria. The item deals with “Air Interface for file management and security services for RFID”. The proposal for this new work item is currently under a 3-months ballot that will be closed on 8 October 2008.

	FN: The main activities on standardisation in the project CE RFID (workpackage 3) was to get an overview on existing radio regulations as well as on data standards and application standards. After analysing the landscape of existing RFID standards (SWOT analysis) recommendations for the Commission of the EU were defined which identifies the needs to push and strengthen the RFID technology in Europe
BG: Work package 3 of project CE RFID deals with the topic of RFID standardisation. The main objectives of this work package are collection and analysis of all kinds of RFID concerning standards. This especially includes: 

RFID frequencies and radio regulations, RFID communication standards, RFID data standards, RFID network standards, RFID safety standards and RFID application standards.

The analysis of these standards has taken place with respect to overlaps, inconsistencies, sector specific standards and gaps within standards. After the analysis of different standards recommendations for European RFID standardisation activities have been developed.

The work package collected contributions from the following industry sectors: Retail, Fast Moving Consumer Goods, Logistics, Pharmaceutical and Health Care, Textile and Garment, Library, Automotive, Defence

During the progress of the project standards and activities from different Standards Development Organisations have been considered. The list below shows only a few organisations which were considered.
