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The development of a "Future Internet of Things (FIT)" has been discussed over the past 3 ETSI RFID workshops. One of the key elements recommended has been to adopt the "Design for Assurance" paradigm that has been developed in ETSI TISPAN over the past few years. Documents that have been of particular interest for FIT include EG 202 387, TR 187 011, TR 187 010 and TS 102 165-1/2.
With the development of a work programme in ETSI to further develop work towards standards for the Internet of Things it is proposed that the group fully adopts the working practices of TISPAN and to look to close cooperation with TISPAN in developing a security framework for this in the overall security programme of the networks being standardised in TISPAN. 
The scope of TISPAN covers advanced networks and the rationale is that FIT fits to the TISPAN scope in its broadest sense and therefore TISPAN is a natural home for parts of the FIT development. In the first instance this is seen to be in the security area but will in future address areas of Naming Numbering and Addressing (NNA), network management and testing.
This initial communication is intended to introduce the work of FIT and to request that TISPAN hosts the development of a new work item (attached as an addendum to this contribution) for the provision of security and privacy measures to provide satisfactory levels of assurance to users and service providers of both aspects in RFID devices, and in RFID networks, in the scope of the Internet of Things.
In addition with taking on this work as a new thread in TISPAN (RFID and FIT security) it is proposed that future meetings of WG7 include a dedicated session for RFID/FIT developments. 
ACTION#1: TISPAN to identify an opportunity at a future TISPAN meeting to review and discuss cooperation between TISPAN and FIT.
ACTION#2: TISPAN to consider and adopt the attached Work Item.

ACTION#3: TISPAN to ensure that RFID/FIT issues are timetabled in future WG7 meetings.
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
