Once connected to the web application interface check the "Audio" section and choose an option: “Telephone” or “Mic & Speaker” (VoIP).
· “Telephone” is not free (but cheap), and provides a stable good audio quality.
· VoIP is free and provides a variable audio quality (from acceptable to excellent).
Recent experience proved that VoIP provides better sound than “Telephone” when your internet connectivity is good …

2- AUDIO
[image: ]2.1 - using your PC “Mic & Speaker” (VoIP)
To preserve a good audio conditions for other listeners, it is strongly recommented that VoIP participants use a headset rather than their PC microphone & Loudspeaker: PC microphones transmit background noise, echo and keystroke noise to other users…

2.2- using telephone
Dial in using one of the numbers in the table (depending on your country)
-enter the meeting ID (last 9 digits of the meeting URL above, also shown in the Web application)
-enter your individual Audio PIN (shown in the "Audio" section of the web application)

During the call, you can use the following in-band commands:
