Getting there:
NOTE: On arrival, please report to the Everything Everywhere reception (to the left of the security turnstiles).
Rail and Underground access:

The Point is just five minutes away from Paddington mainline and underground station.

Paddington underground station is served by the District, Bakerloo, Hammersmith & City and Circle lines, while mainline services go direct to the west and south-west of England (including direct trains to Bristol in 1 hour 45 minutes)  plus Heathrow airport (Heathrow Express trains every 15 minutes).
From Paddington mainline station (5 minute walk):

Head for the road ramp exit of the station, off the main concourse opposite platforms 8-9.

At the top of the road where it meets Praed Street, turn left and double back onto London Street which runs along the edge of the station.

As the road bends to the right into South Wharf Road, turn left after the brick wall onto a cobble stone pathway adjacent to a large BOC gas container.

Follow the pathway for Paddington Basin/The Point and take the first right-hand turning after a porter cabin which will bring you to the canal-side.

Cross the footbridge straight ahead over the canal and The Point will be facing you to the left. It is a nine storey glass & steel construction shaped like an iron, with the main reception on the flat edge.
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
