[bookmark: transportation]TRANSPORTATION

From Paris Montparnasse area, you can get to Orange Gardens by public transportation with Metro line 13: Take the direction “Chatillon-Montrouge” and you get off at the terminal station “Chatillon-Montrouge”. From the station, two possibilities:
· you can either walk (20 minutes walk, distance is about 1.2 km, following the “coulée verte”, as indicated in the map below) 
· or you can take tramway T6 for 2 stops. You get off at the station “Centre-Châtillon” and have a 10 minutes walk (with the details also given below)
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Further information is also provided for bus transportation (see map below)

· 3 bus lines (195 / 388 / 294) to and from metro line 13 
 with the following stops close to Orange Gardens:
· 195 bus: Perrotin, Liberté
· 388 bus: République-Liberté, Liberté, Rue Froide
· 294 bus: Perrotin, Liberté

· Other bus lines also available near Orange Gardens
· 162 bus: Liberté, Rue Froide
· 394 bus: Centre of Châtillon-Marché, Félix Faure
· 128 bus: Rue Froide

· Bicycle parks: For cyclists, three bicycle parks are located around the pedestrian entrances (within the secure compound).
· Where to park? Entrance to the visitors’ car park is located 71 boulevard de la Liberté.
You can access this entrance by identifying yourself to the security officer over the intercom, provided you have already communicated the make and registration number of your vehicle by sending an e-mail to Pascal Cordier.  Once parked, you will go to the reception desk of the main entrance hall.
