	All Venice is very safe to walk around at any time of the day and the night.

Nevertheless, like tourists, pickpockets love Venice too. So pay attention when in crowded areas or on crowded boats.
Pay also attention to the channel borders, only few areas are fenced

Finally, remember that Venice is a medieval town designed to confuse invaders, and this design still works very well with tourists (even if signs, road names are helping a lot now). So have always a good map with you to avoid being lost, and DO NOT RELY on smartphone GPS localization, GPS works badly in the narrow paths of Venice.

	Local information
	How to get there
Telecom Italia’s Future Centre is located right into the heart of Venice, inside the premises of the ancient Convent of San Salvador which stands a few steps away from Rialto Bridge, in Campo San Salvador (and beside the Church of San Salvador).

Just type “Telecom Italia Future Centre” in maps.google.com
The venue is very close to the boat (= vaporetto) n. 1 or n. 2 stop at Rialto bridge (“Ponte di Rialto”).
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By plane. 
From the international airport of Venice named Marco Polo, you may easily reach Venice by using public transportation service “Alilaguna” www.alilaguna.it (tickets onboard, departures scheduled every 30mn from the dock placed 500m away from the Airport Arrival) lead to the Future Centre at the Rialto’s mooring (2 mn away form the Future Centre), or also 
Besides, leaving the airport you may get to Piazzale Roma by bus (no. 5 ACTV www.actv.it) in about 30 minutes, and then take the ferry up to Rialto you will reach in about 15 minutes.  

1) From the Venice airport Marco Polo, you may take the bus n. 5 of the ACTV company (every 30 minutes, travel time 35 minutes.);  the bus will stop at Piazzale Roma and then you may take the boat n. 1 or n. 2 (or N during nigth time) toward Piazza San Marco. You have to stop at the Rialto bridge (after ~ 15 min) and walk to the meeting place (les than 1 minutes), or stop at Piazza san Marco to reach the major hotels. 
Or
2) You can take boat shuttle Alilaguna which offers a direct public transportation service from the Marco Polo Airport of Venice to all the main areas of Venice. The Alilaguna boat shuttle stops close to Piazza San Marco (please check timetable at   http://www.alilaguna.it/?lang=en&funzione=1&contesto=1&valore=8&modo=6  ).
Or
You can get a water taxi (around 30mn ride - Consorzio Motoscafi Venezia www.motoscafivenezia.it).
By train 
You will arrive at the railway station Santa Lucia and then you may take the boat n. 1 or n. 2 (then same as above).

By car
You must park the car in Piazzale Roma and then you may take the boat n. 1 or n. 2 (same as above). 

Public Transportation
In Venice the boat is the usual public transportation. See the boat map at   http://www.hellovenezia.com/jsp/en/muoversi/index.jsp 

Please take into account that public transportations in Venice are more expensive than common buses and trams in other towns. One boat ticket costs 7,5  Euro. The use of Tourist travel cards are usually resulting to be cheaper! See:

Weather
Average May temperatures are min 11° max 22° (centigrade)
Accommodation
Venice is full of accommodation options, ranging from very high level hotels to very nice B&B. every hotel around San Marco square or the Rialto bridge will be in walking distance.

The price may depend on the inclusion or not of the weekend days (Friday and Saturday may be more expensive), so please check carefully the rate. 

You are kindly invited to book directly the hotel as soon as possible, because Venice is always very crowded and some additional discount may apply for early booking.
