Getting from the airport to the office using public transportation (public transportation in Munich is very convenient): At the airport, take the suburban train line S8 until the station “Ostbahnhof”. There you can change to bus line 54 (direction “Lorettoplatz”) until the bus station “Ungsteiner Straße”. The bus station is directly in front of the Werinherstraße campus entrance. For the journey, you need a single ticket (“Einzelfahrkarte”) covering 4 Zones, costing 10.80 EUR at the time of writing, or an “Airport-city day ticket” for 12.40 EUR, good for unlimited public transport use in Munich on the day of arrival until 6:00am the next morning.
