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Traveling by public transport to Ericsson Hungary R&D Center:

(Pls. note, there is another Ericsson site in “Népliget Center” Budapest, but you need the Science Park building)

The tramway routes 4 and 6 stops in front of our building; if coming from the Pest side, just on crossing the Danube it is the first station at the Buda side. Both trams are commuting on the Grand Boulevard (actually the official names of the different segments are after former kings and princesses: Szent István, Teréz, Erzsébet, József and Ferenc; you need to cross the Danube at the Ferenc krt. end of it)
Background information about the public transport

About the route: tramways 4 and 6 has modern air conditioned, and the longest trains in the word: 53 meters; they are commuting 24 hours daily, in peak times every 1,5-2 minutes, and in average they carry 420 thousand people daily.

To use the public transport you need a pre-paid ticket that you have to validate when entering the tram (you can buy tickets at the entrances of underground stations, at newsstands, in small sweet shops or – I suppose – maybe at hotel receptions). Ticket prices are given here: http://www.bkk.hu/en/prices/.

Marriot Courtyard Budapest City Center
Address: József krt. 5, Budapest.

Location: at the edge of the downtown.

Standard single room rate: 60 Euros/day.

Public transport: direct public transport with tramways 4 and 6 to Ericsson Hungary R&D building. Take the direction “Móricz Zsigmond körtér” (tram 6) or “Újbuda” (tram 4). It takes about 10-12 min.

Danubius Hotel Arena
Address: Ifjusag utja 1-3, Budapest.

Location: downtown accessible by Underground.

Standard single room rate: 50 Euros/day.

Public transport: two stations by underground to „Blaha Lujza tér”, then change to tramway 4 or 6 and take the the direction “Móricz Zsigmond körtér” (tram 6) or “Újbuda” (tram 4) to reach Ericsson Hungary R&D building by tram (requires two tickets). May take around 20 min.
Accor Mercure Budapest Korona
Address Kecskemeti utca 14, Budapest.

Location: downtown.

Standard single room rate: 52 Euros/day.

Upgrade Rate: 71 Euros/day.

Public transport: There are two ways to go: 1) Take one station on the underground to „Corvin negyed”, change to trams 4 or 6 to the direction “Móricz Zsigmond körtér” (tram 6) or “Újbuda” (tram 4) and reach Ericsson Hungary R&D building by tram (requires two tickets). 2) take tram 47 or 49 to the Buda direction (bridge can be seen from the tram station) and at “Móricz Zsigmond körtér” change to tram 6 and go two stations to “Petőfi híd”, where Ericsson Hungary R&D building is located (requires two tickets). May take around 15-20 min.
Accor Novotel Budapest Danube
Address: Bem Rakpart 33-34, Budapest.

Location: Buda side, close to the Castle Hill, accross the Danube to the downtown (the downtown is just 1-2 underground station away)

Standard single room rate: 62 Euros/day.

Upgrade Rate: 79 Euros/day

Public transport: 1-2 minutes walk to „Batthyányi tér”, where take trams 19 or 41; they will carry you almost all the way at the Danube side with a very nice panorama to “Móricz Zsigmond körtér”, where you have to change to tram 6 and go two stations to “Petőfi híd”, where Ericsson Hungary R&D building is located (requires two tickets). May take around 25 min.
Currency

The currency in Hungary is Hungarian Forint (actually no change and the smallest coin is 5 HUF); the rate is moving up and down all the time, nowadays the middle rate is: 1 Euro is around 290-300 HUF.
