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How to get to the Meeting Venue ESi(—)

> From the hotels

From the hotels in the city center (suggested on the next slide) the best way to reach Telecom ltalia is by
taxi. Otherwise you can choose public transportation, with Tram nr.9 that passes through Corso Vittorio
Emanuele Il and arrives in Telecom ltalia vicinities in around half an hour. Otherwise you can check the
GTT site (http://www.gtt.to.it/en/) to find the best journey plan towards via Olivetti building.

In case you are staying in hotels closer to via Reiss you are invited to check the GTT site as well. Note
anyway that connections are not so good and hence it can take 20-30 minutes as well to come from
these hotels to Telecom ltalia. Only for the “Art Hotel Olympic” you can walk (but it takes 30 min to come
to via Olivetti, indicatively).
