	HOW TO GO TO THE MEETING VENUE
	Details of how to get to DTG are from the link below.The nearest tube and train station is Vauxhall.

Vauxhall tube station is on the Victoria line which has direct links to Victoria, Kings Cross and Euston main line stations. 

Vauxhall train station is one stop (around 5 mins) from London Waterloo main line station.

From the airports – the Gatwick Express runs direct to Victoria every 15 mins and takes 30 mins. From Victoria it is a short tube journey to Vauxhall.

The Heathrow express runs every 15 mins into Paddington and takes 15 mins. From Paddington there are a number of routes to Vauxhall on the tube which takes around 15 mins.
London City Airport is connected to the tube network via the DLR (Docklands Light Railway). A journey time to Vauxhall is around 40 mins – see the tube planner below.
