2. TRAVEL

GETTING TO BRITISH STANDARDS HOUSE, CHISWICK

By road
The Chiswick Roundabout, less than a quarter of a mile from BSI, provides links to the A406 North Circular Road, A205 South Circular Road, and the motorway network via the M4.

There are 100 parking spaces at BSI available to committee members and other visitors. Car parking spaces must be booked in advance by emailing Security at css3@bsigroup.com stating the vehicle make, model, and (if possible) registration number, and the meeting that you are attending. Please advise Security when booking if you need a disabled space. Parking facilities for cyclists and motor cyclists are provided on the middle level of the west car park.

BSI's office is directly above Gunnersbury Station. A map showing the rear entrance, which is open between 0800 and 1030, may be found here: http://www.streetmap.co.uk/streetmap.dll?grid2map?X=519750&Y=178250
At other times, the front entrance in Chiswick High Road must be used. Please note that there is no right turn into this entrance, so it must be approached in the westbound direction.
By Underground

Transport for London offers a comprehensive site for public transport in London at http://www.tfl.gov.uk/. Maps of the Underground (or "tube") are at https://tfl.gov.uk/maps/track/tube.
Although paper tickets are still available from ticket machines, contactless payment is cheaper and easier. As well as Oyster cards, which can be purchased on-line, many kinds of contactless payment cards (including American Express and most from MasterCard and Visa) can be used; see https://tfl.gov.uk/fares-and-payments/ways-to-pay for details. Note that you must "touch out" at the end of the journey on trains but not on buses or trams; see https://tfl.gov.uk/fares-and-payments/touching-in-and-out?intcmp=21034.

BSI is directly above Gunnersbury Station on the District Line (shown in green on the London Underground or "tube" map) and the Overground (shown as a double orange line). As there is no lift at Gunnersbury station; wheelchair users and people with disabilities coming by underground train should notify the event organisers so that special arrangements can be made.

From Heathrow Airport
Take the Piccadilly Line (shown in dark blue on the London Underground map), eastbound to Hammersmith. The train will be bound for Cockfosters or Arnos Grove.

At Hammersmith, change to the opposite platform and take a westbound District Line train towards Richmond (shown in green on the London Underground map), to Gunnersbury.

BSI is adjacent to the station in Chiswick Tower.

The journey time is approximately 40 minutes.
From other airports
Gatwick, Luton, Stansted, Southend, and Birmingham all have both rail and coach links to Central London; for train times and fares see http://www.nationalrail.co.uk. London City is on the Docklands Light Railway (blue double line on the Underground map). In all cases, take either the District Line or the Overground towards Richmond. BSI is directly above Gunnersbury Station.
