HOW TO REACH THE MEETING VENUE 

By Air:
The main airport of the Netherlands is Schiphol-Amsterdam (AMS).

By Train:

Direct trains from Schiphol Airport will take you there in about 45 minutes

(two times per hour, mostly departing xx:06 and xx:36).

There are ‘standard’ hotels like NH and Mercure located between our office and the city centre,
but also others in close vicinity.
Amersfoort with its historic centre is a nice city of its own of some 150.000 people.

Alternatively if you consider staying in Amsterdam (capital of the Netherlands) or Utrecht (capital of the province where Amersfoort is part of), you can reach Amersfoort from their main stations in about 35 or 15 minutes respectively.
