Venue

Getting from the airport to the office using public transportation (public transportation in Munich is very convenient): At the airport, take the suburban train line S8 and alight at station “Ostbahnhof”. There you can change to bus line 54 (direction “Lorettoplatz”) and alight at the bus stop “Ungsteiner Straße”. The bus stop is directly in front of the Werinherstraße campus entrance. For the journey from the airport, you need a single ticket (“Einzelfahrkarte”) covering 4 Zones, costing 11.60 EUR at the time of writing (good for a single ride), or an “Airport-city day ticket”, costing 13 EUR (good for unlimited public transport use in the whole Munich network on the day of arrival until 6:00am the next morning). Alternatively, you may choose to purchase a three-day pass (information available at https://www.mvv-muenchen.de/en/tickets-and-fares/tickets-daytickets/single-day-ticket/index.html; please note that the three-day pass is only valid in the inner city area and not good for travel to the airport).

Taxis are available outside the terminals. Very rough approximation of the cost by meter is 50-80 EUR. Driving time may vary between 35 minutes in low traffic situations and more than one hour during morning and afternoon rush hours.
