	Travel

By road

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Science Park is adjacent to the A14 Cambridge northern bypass. Leave the A14 at Milton (junction 33), take the City exit from the roundabout and follow signs to the Science Park. On entering the Science Park, turn left at the roundabout; Cambridge Consultants is on the right after about 500 metres.

By rail

The nearest station is Cambridge North which is a 20-30 minute walk; there is also a free taxi shuttle, see https://www.cambridgesciencepark.co.uk/about-park/present/faqs/transport/how-i-get-cambridge-north-station-science-park/.

There are fast trains from London King’s Cross as well as slower trains from London Liverpool Street and from Stansted Airport. These trains all also stop at the main Cambridge station, which has direct trains from several other London stations and from Gatwick airport.

Local transport

Bus timetables are available from https://www.cambridgeshire.gov.uk/residents/travel-roads-and-parking/buses/bus-timetables/; the Citi 1, Citi 2, 9 and Busway A, B, and D run close to the Science Park.

Uber is available in Cambridge, as well as local taxis.

By air

The nearest airport is Stansted; all the other London airports (Heathrow, Gatwick, City, Southend, and Luton) are within about two hours by rail (see above). From Heathrow the easiest (and cheapest) option is the London Underground Piccadilly Line to King’s Cross; the other rail services, Heathrow Express and Heathrow Connect require a change to the Underground at Paddington.
