Guidelines for Delegates coming to ETSI

Your health and safety remain our priority. We have therefore adapted the following measures to create a
safe environment when you visit ETSI:

e Face masks mandatory inside ETSI premises.
Please bring your own mask; masks are also available at the reception.

e Check-in. Please use the self-service check-in stations to obtain your meeting badge. No physical
contact is required, your badge is automatically printed.
