5.a
GERAN WG1

Stephen Dutnall, OnAir gave the report from GERAN WG1. TSG GERAN and GERAN WG1 in Lisbon had responded to LS on GSMOB. GERAN WG1 proposes that the list of bands to be controlled identified in A.1 should be increased to also include the 2.6 GHz band. Delegates within GERAN WG1 believe that the unpaired UMTS bands should also be considered for inclusion in the list. It is envisaged that multiple BTS/carriers will be possible and hence GERAN WG1 suggest that the technical annex is adjusted accordingly.

ERM#29

ERM#29 report by Eric Wawrzynkowski: ERM#29 had noted the work in progress but made no essential comments had been made on GSMOB. The Austrian delegate to the ERM meeting had pointed out that the working procedures of GSMOB must take account of the ECC Decision.

CEPT SE7

Jean-Philippe Millet, chairman of the drafting group on GSM onboard aircraft within SE7  informed from the meeting in  Helsinki 15-17 August 2006 where comments received by ERO during the public consultation period of the Draft ECC Report 93 and the Draft ECC Decision (06)FF concerning GSM use on board aircraft were considered. SE7 had prepared revised versions of the draft ECC Report 93 and the Technical Annex of the Draft ECC Dec (06)FF for the WG SE, who will meet 18 – 22 September 2006 in Lubeck. These documents are available at the ERO server as SE7 (06) 162 rev2 and SE7 (06) 163 rev2 respectively. The question on whether to include the 2.6 GHz bands in the Report had been referred to the RA WG.

Correspondence Group activity

Eric Wawrzynkowski, OnAir, informed about the activity which had taken place on the mail reflector.

There are two e-mail reflectors set up, only GSM_ONBOARD_PLANES@LIST.ETSI.ORG should be used. 
Action to secretary to review the mailing list structure.

Simon Pike, Vodafone: Bits of the TS does not related to the Harmonised Standard, and this should be dealt with. Juhani Meronen noted that the Harmonised Standard shall only contain the core requirements. A section in the TS shall explicitly define the conformance requirements, and this is what shall be reflected in the Harmonised Standard.

Simon Pike: This document is based on conformance requirements prior to the RTTE directive, where two different sets of requirements were needed. The RTTE directive has changed the type approval responsibility. The word essential as used in this document therefore differs in meaning from the one used in the RTTE directive, and this need to be carefully attended to when this scope is rewritten.

Niels Peter Skov Andersen: RF characteristics of the MS need also to be specified.

	Bundesnetzagentur (BNetzA)
	Presented by Peter Mann, BNetzA. The paper addresses various shortcomings to the Draft HS and Draft TS, including using latest drafting tools, numbering and keywords.

It was noted that EUROCAE specifications are highly expensive. Simon Pike informed there exists an agreement between ETSI and EUROCAE where ETSI gets access to working copies of the EUROCAE specifications. This should be investigated. Further need to check if ETSI documents exist, which contain the relevant requirements.

Action to Secretary and Chairman: to check the availability of EUROCAE specifications and to initiate contact to EUROCAE for establishment of appropriate communication between GSMOB and EUROCAE. 

An old liaison exists between EUROCAE and ETSI to share specifications free of charge when in common interest and to let ETSI produce standards on behalf of EUROCAE when required. It was noted that EUROCAE committee 58 appears to be the appropriate sub-group of EUROCAE to address. The relevant EUROCAE specification is ED14.

It was noted that the measurements specified by EUROCAE for conformance tests are different from the equivalent ones specified by ETSI. The EN needs to reflect this.

Action to Secretary and Chairman: to attempt to find a way to include the EUROCAE requirements in the EN without breaking EUROCAE copyrights.

Cross reference rights to EUROCAE documents need to be reviewed. 

Action to all: need to be investigated if micro power classes need to be valid for the EN in addition to the pico power classes.

Simon Pike: HS has specific formal requirements which need to be adhered to. This draft does not yet conform to these requirements.

References to be clarified, Simon Pike noted that the HS shall refer to the basic GSM specification, not to the TS on GSMOB.

Comments from BNetzA in GSMOB-0607 were noted. Juhani Meronen, FICORA, noted that an introductory section need to be included outlining the principles.

It was proposed to look at the harmonised standards produced by TFES for guidance on the proper structure.

Decision to remove 2.5 GHz band from the scope statement to align with ERC decision on GSM frequency bands.

	Presented by Eric Wawrzynkowski, OnAir. 

Simon Pike: expected the HS to refer to the GSM specifications, and not this document. Potential discrepancy with the CEPT decision: 450 band, UL and DL is not specified. This document specifies particular DL, which need to be check with the regulators. 

The secretary noted that this TS had not been presented in a ETSI or 3GPP committee responsible for GSM and asked when it was intended to bring this forward to a formal ETSI or 3GPP committee. Simon Pike informed that this TS does not specify new GSM functionality but only deals with specific installation issues and introduce no new GSM requirements, no new features nor no new functionality, and that appropriate liaisons had been communicated. The secretary noted that it was known that there in 3GPP existed different views on this, and that further involvement of 3GPP might be needed.

Comments from BNetzA in GSMOB-0607 were noted. 

Comments were given on the paragraph and header structure, to be reflected in later revision.

	Protection of Terrestrial Systems from Interference

	Presented by Peter Spitel, OFCOM.

The process of ensuring that the e.i.r.p. does not exceed the figure defined by CEPT SE7 will be difficult. The cost and difficulty of physical testing particularly in view of the potential for changes to the interference depending on whether the aircraft is full or empty must result in the possibility of using numerical modelling being considered. Numerical modelling will be demanding because the nature of the aircraft and the leaky feeder introduce a range of possible sources of interference each of which must be considered.

Simon Pike: yet uncertain which modelling parameters are important, therefortherefore they cannot yet be selected. Competent expertise need to be sought to assist with this. No one has developed a true computer based model like this before. This issue is somewhat decoupled from the HS.

Experiments so far has produced huge variations in rf fields at various locations inside planes, both for fields originating from transmitters inside and outside the plane. 

Tore Worren, Telenor: A large number of measurements have been performed. Simulations like these are extremely difficult and time consuming. Doubtful to this proposal.

Stephen Dutnall, OnAir: there might be some merit to  investigate further the results of mathematical models, but at the end of the day you still have to do measurements to verify.

This contribution proposes to open the TS to allow other means than pseudo-random noise to prevent MS from accessing ground networks through RF shielding. More sophisticated RF shielding signals might prove advantageous.

Simon Pike: the problem of allowing other jammer signatures is that they will be far more difficult to test and specify test conditions for.
