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Proposed change in section 4 of the Technical specification

Proposal
In section 4, “System description”, it is proposed to change the title of Figure 1 “High level architecture description of the onboard GSM system” as it is misleading. The current figure shows the GSM onboard system and its associated terrestrial components. For this reason, it is purposed to change the title as “overview of the onboard GSM system and associated terrestrial components”.

The item 3 in the current TS refers to the satellite but it is quoted that it is “air-to-ground link”. It is also proposed to change the Figure 1 as follow:
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At the last meeting, BnetzA submitted through its contribution to add “place and characteristics installation” in the third bullet of section 4.4 “dedicated antenna system”. However, this section dealt mainly with the RF antenna characteristics and the German proposal did not fit very well within this section. Nevertheless, the external RF characteristics outside the aircraft may be influenced not only by the aircraft type but also the antenna system and the installation solution. Therefore the following new section is proposed:

4.5
Dedicated antenna installation

Transmission of the signals distributed in the cabin may be affected by the type of installation used. The characteristics for the dedicated installation type  are defined by the following parameters

· Number of leaky cables in solution
· Length of cable

· Required radial coverage

· place of installation

· Additional characteristics of installation”
It also proposes to delete the third bullet “length of cable” in the section 4.4 “dedicated system antenna” as this item is stated in the new section. 
Decision
If agreed, it is proposed to include these changes in the section 4 of the technical Specification
