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Proposed change in section 8 of the Technical specification

Proposal

In section 8, “installation requirements of GSM onboard aircraft system”, it is proposed to add the new requirement:

i) the transmitter GSM RF carrier power of the BTS shall be 12 dB higher than the NCU output power in the bandwidth of the selected ARFCN
The NCU function will clean the RF environment and will not allow mobile terminals on board the aircraft to connect to the terrestrial network. For this, the NCU will raise the noise floor within the aircraft cabin. Nevertheless, in order that the GSM 1800 mobile terminal to be able to connect to the GSM onboard aircraft system, the onboard BTS power shall be set at 12 dB higher than the NCU output power. 

Decision
