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Proposal

This paper proposes a refined text for defining the NCU function as a part of a GSMOBA-system. 

Background
The GSMOBA will require some kind of measure to prevent on-board devices (mobile phones) from trying to access terrestrial networks. One possible measure is based on active means. Other methods exists, one being a passive system where measures are taken to reduce or even completely prevent RF-energy from escaping from the plane. Such methods must also be acceptable, and the HS/TS must therefore allow other NCU solutions than purely active means. Combinations of more methods must also be acceptable.
Suggested new text in 3.1 (Definitions):
Network Control Unit (NCU):
“The NCU has the task is to ensure that onboard mobiles are not be able to access the terrestrial networks. One possible method is based on active means by raising the noise floor in the cabin. Other methods exist, one being a passive system where measures are taken to reduce or even completely prevent RF-energy from escaping from the plane. Combinations of more methods is possible.”
