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Out-of-band emission mask
Document objective:
The objective of the document is to provide additional values for the definition of the Out-of-band mask.
Background:

At the last meeting, through its contribution Telenor provided a table which contained the attenuations according to a delta from the band edge. Nevertheless, this delta was not defined. 

It suggested getting -6 dB at 8% of the bandwidth from each side of the band edge and -25 dB at 25% of the bandwidth from each side of the band edge. 

5.6.4
Limits

The power must be limited to the intended frequency bands, and the out of band emissions limited to a minimum. The out of band attenuation figures in the table 5.6.4.1 refers to the average power over each band.
