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Proposed change in the section 5.2 in the Harmonised standard
Proposal: 
At the last GSM OBA#4 meeting, it was highlighted that the scope of the Harmonised standard does not fit with the pro-forma as defined in the “ETSI_HS_EN_Skeleton and the scope pro-forma was copy and paste in the last version of the HS. Nevertheless, due to lack of time, it was not redrafted during the GSM OBA#4 meeting. 
A proposed re-drafting of the scope is provided below and it is proposed to include this text in the section 1 of the Harmonised Standard.

Scope

The present document applies to the following radiotelecommunications terminal equipment types:

1) an onboard GSM BTS supporting the GSM 1800 functions with specific protocols for power constraints;;

2) a Network Control Unit (NCU);

These radio equipment types are capable of operating in all or any part of the frequency bands given below:

It applies to equipment for continuous and discontinuous transmission of data and digital speech. 

The equipment comprises a transmitter and associated encoder and modulator and a receiver and associated demodulator and decoder.

The present document applies only to radio equipment using a dedicated transmitting antenna that is designed as an indispensable part of the equipment for usage on board an aircraft.

The equipment covered by the present document operates in accordance with the operational requirements as outlined in the Decision ECC\ DEC (06)07  [6].

The present document is intended to cover the provisions of Directive 1999/5/EC [1] (R&TTE Directive),

Article 3.2, which states that "….. radio equipment shall be so constructed that it effectively uses the spectrum allocated to terrestrial/space radio communications and orbital resources so as to avoid harmful interference".

In addition to the present document, other ENs that specify technical requirements in respect of essential requirements under other parts of Article 3 of the R&TTE Directive may apply to equipment within the scope of the present document.
