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Proposed consistent description of the NCU objectives
Document objective:

To establish only one common expression for the purpose of the NCU in all relevant GSMOBA documents. 
Background:

Currently the draft GSMOBA-specifications (EN and TS) refers to the purpose of the NCU in different wordings. This may cause misinterpretation on the purpose of the NCU, as well as confusion regarding testing of the NCU performance
Discussion 

The NCU is defined in 3.1 of the draft EN 302 480 as:

“Network Control Unit (NCU):  The NCU is designed to ensure that onboard mobiles shall not be able to access the terrestrial networks by raising the noise floor in the cabin.”

In the text where a reference is made to the purpose or function of the NCU without a formal reference the following wording shall be used:

“…to ensure that onboard mobiles shall not be able to access the terrestrial networks…”
