ETSI GERAN #33

Danielle presented the LS from GSMOBA to GERAN #33. One comment had been given from Qualcomm, to verify the necessary testcases were planned, which was confirmed.

07
Correspondence Group activity

There has been limited activity in the correspondence group since the previous meeting. Siemens proposed to remove the test for measuring the intra BSS intermodulation attenuation. This was later endorsed by the meeting.

08
Input Documents

GSMOBA-07030; System Management Information; Ofcom (UK)

Proposal to include in the HS requirements for management processes concerned with turning the transmissions of and off.

The problem was clarified by Ofcom to be the cost of RF monitoring, which would be required in case complains about raised noise floor from planes were filed. Logging would be an economical way to assess the validity of such claims, without requiring costly RF monitoring from the ground.

There was initially consensus, that the logging requirments cannot be included in the HS, as they do not relate to the R&TTE Directive. It was suggested, that the logging requirement is introduced as an informative amendment to the TS, which will require the TS structure to be modified to accomodate this. It is expected that further work in ECC will relate to this issue.

It was found, that related issues are handled with within HS for digital short range radar specification (DSRR). Example precedence for inclusion of operational requirements in HS is also found in SES HS: "ETSI EN 302 186 v1.1.1 (2004-01) Aircraft Earth stations (AESs) operating in the 11/12/14Hz frequency bands convering essential requirements under article 3.2 of the R&TTE Directive", clause 6.4.3 a.o.

JWG GSMOBA on this background concluded that there will be discussions on this in ERM and MSG no matter what is decided in GSMOBA. The issue was noted to be too controversive and non-techncial to be decided by Joint WG GSMOBA alone, and need to be decided on technical body level. Consensus for the time being not to include the logging features in the HS or TS at this stage, to report to ERM and MSG the details of the controversy, to ask ERM and MSG to provide guidance as required to settle the dispute, and to ask ERM and MSG to conclude on if and where to include logging requirements for GSMOBA in the ETSI deliverables.

GSMOBA-07031; Combining BTS and NCU requirements; Tore Worren, Telenor

Telenor has recently provided a proposal for combining spurious emission tests for both OBTS and NCU. This contribution provides a revised version of the Telenor Proposal.

It was agreed to include this proposal, modified along lines suggested by Ericsson, in the updated to be made during the drafting session.

GSMOBA-07032; Draft EN, Rapporteur (OnAir)

Presented quickly, as update which included new proposals was available in 037.

GSMOBA-07033: Updated TS, Rapporteur (OnAir)

Presented quickly, as update which included new proposals was available in 038.

GSMOBA-07034; translating limits defined outside the aircraft; OnAir

Presented in parallel with related document 046. The various proposals were assessed indivitually, and decided upon for inclusion in the draft.

GSMOBA-07035; Cessation of emissions; OnAir.

Proposal accepted for inclusion in the draft TS.

GSMOBA-07036; Proposed modifications for OBTS radio coverage within aircraft cabin test case; Airbus

This is a re-draft of section 6.3.2 "BTS radio coverage within aircraft cabin" of the Technical Specification, as proposed at previous meeting.

GSMOBA-07037; revised HS; OnAir (Rapporteur)

Presented for further commenting. Draft worked and many minor issues debated and decided during the presentation and editing session.

GSMOBA-07038; Draft TS, Eric Wawrzynkowski (Rapporteur), OnAir

This document is an updated version of 033, with the latest comments being implemented. The draft was worked through in an online presentation and editing session, where the modifications made were commented, modified and decided upon, with the rapporteur preparing an updated version of the draft.

GSMOBA-07039; NCU out of band emissions; Juhani Meronen, Ficora

Some values have been corrected. Various rephrasings proposed and agreed, 35 dB column to be removed. The 45 dB requirment to be checked, as it might go further than the underlying ITU requirements. Reference to the ITU requirements to be added.

GSMOBA-07040; Inclusion of eirp in HS; Ofcom (UK)

The maximum e.i.r.p. from the aircraft and the minimum operating height are specified in the TS but not the HS. The possibility that the HS may be rejected by a proportion of the reviewing countries because it lacks the data which defines the protection which that country receives should be considered. The proposal from Ofcom is to include these essential data in the HS to provent its approval from being delayed on such ground.

No strong opinions was aired, two speakers in support and two in opposition. Even with the limits noted in the HS, they would appear meaningless without the references to the test definitions in the TS. No conclusion.

GSMOBA-07041; Translating limits defined outside the aircraft; Telenor

Proposal for the TS. Agreed for inclusion in the TS.

GSMOBA-07042; Proposed update of Section 5.1 if the Harmonized standard regarding combining tests for several requirements; Mats Samuelsson, Ericsson

First proposed sentence agreed for inclusion in the draft TS. Second sentence, proposing combined tests, is not agreed.

GSMOBA-07043; Proposed procedure for using several testing reference points and use of combined compliance tests; Mats Samuelsson, Ericsson.

This contribution proposes optional use of reference points for testing for test cases where only one system element is active during the tests. A new subclause is introduced to clarify which tests that can use either system element test points or system reference point and which shall be tested at least at the system reference point. 

It was found purposefull to include the flexibility to have the NCU active while the BTS is turned off. Airlines were noted to ask for this possibilety for safety reasons. Test cases need therefore to test NCU behaviour even with BTS being turned off.

GSMOBA-07045; Additional MS power control parameters; Tore Worren, Telenor

Remove note in 5.2.4. Abbreviations to be included and aligned with ETSI TS 145.008. Agreed to be implemented in the output draft during the drafting session.

GSMOBA-07046; Proposed modifications to draft TS; Stephen Priestman, Vodafone

The proposals were to be discussed and assessed during the workthrough of the draft TS in 038.
