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Inclusion of CEPT Limits

The Harmonised Standard shall be approved by the governments of the EU whilst changes to the TS will be approved by a smaller group. The maximum e.i.r.p. from the aircraft and the minimum operating height are specified in the TS but not the HS. The possibility that the HS may be rejected by a proportion of the reviewing countries because it lacks the data which defines the protection which that country receives should be considered.

A country which may not be able to control the interference from another country because, at that moment, the territory of that country is travelling through its country will need reassurance that those emissions have been restricted to an acceptable level.

It is essential for the progress of the GSM on Board function that these standards should not be delayed, it is therefore recommended that the maximum e.i.r.p. table and the minimum operating height should be included in the HS.
