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Scope modification 

Proposals: 

Due to the developments and finalisation of the Harmonised Standard EN 302 840 the current scope of TS 102 576 does not reflect the objective of the work proposed in this technical report. The current understanding of the report is to provide:

· Accepted measurement methodologies  to define the key parameters of the aircraft;

· Definition to translate the power emitted by the system to an e.i.r.p. defined outside the aircraft.

For this reason, it is proposed to change the text.

Decisions:

If agreed, it is proposed to change the scope as contained in section 1 of the TS 102 576 with the following text:

Scope

This document specifies the technical requirements for the GSM onboard aircraft system, which allows communication in the GSM 1800 frequency band and which ensures that mobile terminals will not connect to ground based mobile networks.
This document further specifies measurement methodologies allowing to define the key RF parameters of the aircraft, which are:

· the aircraft attenuation as observed at the windows;

· the aircraft attenuation in combination of the leaky cable as observed at the leaky cable feeding point;;
This document also provides a way to transform the power level generated by the GSM onboard aircraft system at the antenna output port to an e.i.r.p. defined outside the aircraft.
