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General


This document contains justifications/priorities for the TC MTS STFs listed in table 3 and 4 of ETSI/OCG2(97) 04, and for which a decision on funding / not funding has still to be taken. The analysis provided is updated, i.e. related to the situation as it appears to be  today. The document concludes with recommendations to the OCG and the Board.


STF DL


The justification for this activity was (in June 96) mainly the continuous delays in the publication by ISO of the new edition of TTCN (ISO 9646-3 Edition 2). The purposes of this PT therefore were:


to give , while waiting for the ISO publication, some insights to European writers of TTCN ATSs on the new features expected and


to give also practical guidance on the style to use.


The first reason practically no more exists, due to the fact that in the meantime TC MTS (in co-operation and liaison with EWOS/EGCT) succeeded in approving (at TC level) a TR which is intended to be a major contribution to ISO (for this second edition) and that we believe ... is substantially the new standard (a part from editorial matters).


The second reason is still valid but TC MTS has already developed some additional material, still on a voluntary basis, and we believe that an STF to complete the job, even if useful, is no more an absolute need.


STF DP


This STF was intended in 1996 to cover two aspects : 


investigation and guidance & support (in co-operation with the PEX) on how to implement “standards’ validation” (in concrete cases), considering (separately) both the base standards and the testing standards;


investigation on which “types” of testing standards are requested by the ICT market and by which players. The “type” mentioned before does not mean “in which business domains” (e.g. ISDN, GSM, DECT, etc.) but is related to generic methodological aspects (e.g. conformance testing, end to end testing, using TTCN, not using TTCN, maintenance of  testing specifications, etc.).


A re-assessment of the global importance / justification of this STF is possible only at the next meeting of TC MTS, mid June 97 (because on such policy matters there can be different views from different MTS participants and consensus has to be built).


As an anticipation and a personal opinion, I would say that this activity should remain a good candidate for co-funding, but probably still remaining at priority “Medium” (for this year). And it should also to be re-assessed at what extent (if any) some the goals can be achieved also by using, in addition to the STF, some voluntary work of TC MTS (i.e. probably consuming a lower quantity of funding).


STF DO


It is now evident to TC MTS that this “PT” has become of a very high priority and that the assignment of “low” we made during the June 96 meeting has been an error. It is also confirmed that this activity has to be performed by technical specialists and that no hope of achieving the goal exists based on voluntary work.


The work of this PT has should link with the current SFT 97 of TC MTS and STF 100 (controlled by TC SPS).


More in general, it expected that the need of rules on how to use the new features on SDL 92 and ASN.1 94 will increase dramatically quite soon, and the ‘old’ ETS 300 414 (which was based on SDL ’88) is really becoming seriously obsolete.


In conclusion, TC MTS wishes now that this PT is launched as soon as possible.


Recommendations


Recommendation 1: TC MTS suggests that the priority of  “PT DL”  is now changed from “Medium” to “LOW” and adds that this PT should actually no more be considered for funding, as far as it has now a very low justification (when compared to other needs).


Recommendation 2: TC MTS suggests that the funding of “PT DP” is re-considered by the OCG and/or the Board only after the re-assessment planned by TC MTS at the next June meeting.


Recommendation 3: TC MTS suggests that the priority of PT DO is now changed from “Low” to “HIGH” and suggests not to delay the upgrade of the old ETS 300 414 and that the budget to be spent to achieve this is released on 100% ETSI regime.
