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New wi for UMTS testing Methodology

Scenario

Nowadays UMTS is becoming a reality in Mobile TLC world. Suppliers are going to deliver, or have just delivered their first UMTS release more or less compliant to UMTS R99. Network operators today are facing with a number of challenges concerning new products and services, with a time to market always shorter than before.

UMTS represent a really big change for Mobile operators which has to be carried on in a short time to satisfy market rather than regulatory needs. Operators for the first time have to face with the problem of network sharing, involving two or more operators. 

Standardisation activities in UMTS defined a technological path from R1 (R99) to R4 and R5 changing network completely several times.

The proposal

The idea which is behind this work item is to put around the same table UMTS Suppliers and Operators, for an exchange of experience on UMTS Testing.

The proposal is to produce an ETSI Technical Report reporting testing approach followed by suppliers in their industrialisation process, for the various UMTS releases starting from R99 and hence define an UMTS Network Integration Testing methodology to be used by operators for UMTS testing by mobile operators. The aim is also to reduce possible failures or incompatibilities during acceptance test, on the bases of a multi-experiences point of view

The proposal is also to extend the job to produce an agreed TSS&TP for UMTS Network Integration Testing.

Liaison

This work item will have strong liaison with the output of the EURESCOM Project P1016 MINIT, and with all 3GPP WG dealing with UMTS testing.
