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ETSI TS 101 804 – 2 defines Conformance Test Specification for ITU-T H.225.0. This Test Specification is based on Q.931 procedures, though the procedures should be based on corresponding procedures for H.225.0. ITU-T Q2/16 found that in several cases ETSI TS 101 804 – 2 requests behaviour indicated to be based on Q.931, but the behaviour is not defined in either Q.931 or H.225.0. As one example, test case BCC_TE_S_U01_07 in the clause 5.2.2.1.4.2 defines procedures that do not conform to either H.225.0 or Q.931.
The situation creates some confusion regarding the document. H.323 (2009) and H.225.0 (2009) have been revised and currently provide more specific error handling procedures, though it is entirely possible that the specifications are still in need of improvement in this regard. Q2/16 would be very open to making improvements as suggested by ETSI.

ITU-T Q2/16 would like to invite ETSI to revise TS 101 804 – 2 in order to reflect current H.323 procedures. Further, we would welcome collaboration in order to address ambiguities to ensure that proper test cases are documented.
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
