Introduction
The web site http://www.ttcn-3.org maintains comprehensive and up-to-date information on the Testing and Test Control Notation version 3 (TTCN-3) – the test description language standardized by the European Telecommunications Standards Institute (ETSI). This site is the focal point for the global TTCN-3 community and it offers
:

Information about the language itself
The application of TTCN-3 to different technology domains
Some sample projects
Language and usage tutorials
Publications which are relevant to TTCN-3
TTCN-3 tools
Details of upcoming TTCN-3 events
A TTCN-3 user forum
The web site should be considered as a platform for the community and is open for any contribution. The web site and the contributions to it are maintained by a team of ETSI members which ensure the correctness of the content and layout of http://www.ttcn-3.org. 
Contribution and approval of content
The TTCN-3 Editorial Team (TET) will actively seek contributions to the TTCN-3 web site from the community and content may be contributed to the TET by any interested individual. Such content should
 be factual, notable, verifiable, and neutrally presented (see Wikipedia’s neutral point of view).


The ETSI Centre for Testing and Interoperability (CTI) will provide timely updates of the TTCN-3 standards and of test specifications using TTCN-3.
The web site may contain static and dynamical content:
Content based on dynamical (interactive) processes (the TTCN-3 forum, for example) will be moderated by the TET. A contributor will be able to publish the material directly but may be requested by the TET to modify the content. As a last resort, the content may be removed from the site by the TET.

Any new static content will be required to be approved by the TET who will issue a time-limited Call for Approval (using the ETSI Remote Consensus process) before the content is published. The length of time allowed for approval will depend on the urgency for publication. 

If the approval fails, contributor will be requested modify the content accordingly before a new call for approval is sent out.


Constitution of the TTCN-3.org Editorial Team (TET)

The members of the TET will be appointed by the Technical Committee (TC) Methods for Testing and Specification (MTS) according to the following guidelines:

TET members must be associated with an ETSI member organization

Membership of the TET will  be initially for a period of one year but this may be extended
Membership will be on a voluntary basis
The ETSI CTI will provide at least one permanent member of the TET
The minimum size of the TET will be 3.

Work process
ETSI CTI will control access to the content management system. 
New content for http://www.ttcn-3.org will be contributed to the content management system and published in the web site itself after successful approval by the TET.
An editorial quality review of existing content will be performed by the TET on a quarterly basis.

Communication within the TET will be primarily via E-mail and web meetings.

Any dispute regarding the content of http://www.ttcn-3.org should be addressed by the TET in an open and fair manner. If the TET is unable to resolve such a dispute, it will be escalated to TC-MTS.
The TET will provide a summary report to each TC-MTS meeting. These reports will include overviews of the current status of the web site, ongoing activities, road maps and other relevant material.

In addition to the general approval process and in conjunction with TC-MTS, the TET may define detailed rules for the internal approval process.
