Reasons for proposing the Specialist Task Force (STF)
1.1
Overview of the proposal
1.1.1
Purpose of the work

The purpose of the STF deliverables is to:

1. Implement a Protocol to securely and reliably localise, access and authenticate the TSL as defined in TS 102 231; this would allow wide use of this ETSI TS and facilitate TSL interoperability;

2. Update the TS 101 231 according to the amendments that have already been proposed and to those that will be pointed out when developing the Protocol addressed in the previous item. 

1.1.2
Relation with the ETSI Strategic Objectives

Electronic Signatures are covered by the item "security and privacy throughout networks", which is strategic for ETSI.

TSL is having a wide interest and acceptance in various countries and bodies (Germany, Italy, UNINFO the Italian ISO federated standardisation body, etc.)

If these deliverables are not developed, TSL accessing protocols will be implemented according to local needs and opinions, hence the TSL interoperability would be affected, as it is already beginning to happen. Additionally, should the TS 102 231 not to be upgraded, various changes to its format would be implemented, thus further hampering interoperability.

This would affect the ETSI ESI image and therefore its strategic objectives.

Relation with other activities within ETSI and/or related organizations

This Task shall build on the TS 102 231, developed under STF 220, which has already been endorsed or raised interest, where it has not been endorsed, by a number of governmental and private TSP governing schemes as well as national standardisation bodies.

Priority within the TB

This STF has been assigned High Priority by the ETSI TC ESI.

1.1.5
Motivation why the STF is urgently needed

A number of bodies are already implementing the TSL as per TS 102 231 (a few of them still in an experimental stage). Therefore there is an urgent need for a common TSL Localisation Access, Authentication Protocol (LAAP), to prevent interoperability problems among these separate TSL implementations.

As already mentioned in section 1.1.1, during the TSL LAAP development some amendments to TS 101 231 will be identified as necessary, as it is already emerging in some implementations, therefore a TS 101 231 update is also required.

Confirmation of active support from the Members

The STF has the support of at least four ETSI Members:

1.2.3
Identification of tasks, phases, priorities, technical risk

The STF effort would produce two deliverables:

1. A TSL Localisation Access, Authentication Protocol – LAAP

2. An updated version of TS 101 231.

Given their strict interdependency, these two deliverables would be produced by the same STF and at the same time and have the same priority.

Various bodies have already undertaken the development either of the TSL, or of an LAAP mechanism, or of both, and they will most likely give their contribution based on their valuable experience. Therefore a low risk of not being able to finalize the deliverable is foreseen. 

2
Consequences if not agreed
Should this STF be not activated, a number of different TSL access protocols may be developed, that would seriously hinder TSL interoperability. Being the TSL a valuable means to implement a cross – scheme TSP recognition, if its interoperability is not achieved, achieving most of the TS 102 231 benefits would be thwarted.

Additionally, a number of TSL amendments have already been requested by the early developers, which are to be accepted to correct / integrate the TS 101 231.
