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STF 306 (TB TISPAN / WG 06) on ”Network Integration Testing (NIT) between SIP and ISDN, including validation”
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1 Introduction

The TISPAN Chairman, Mr. Brand chaired the meeting.  The meeting was opened at 9:00 am and lasted until 11:30.  The agenda was approved.  The participants made a short “round the table” presentation. The agenda was approved.
2 STF concept

The ETSI concept is that STF experts normally work together in Sophia Antipolis.  The STF must work according to the ToR approved by the Board.  The draft deliverables produced by the STF will be submitted for approval by the reference TB.  The work within the STF is organized by the STF leader, in co-ordination with the reference TB for technical guidance and the ETSI Secretariat for the management of resources.

3 Review of Terms of Reference

The Terms of Reference have been discussed and reviewed to achieve a common understanding.

It would be desirable to extend the scope of the ToR, asking for more resources in the ETSI 2nd allocation round in June.  However, this would be limited by the availability of the experts.  It has been decided to stick at the scope defined in the current ToR and validate these test cases.  The extension will be requested under the 2007 budget.

The objective for the STF in 2006 is to provide validated test suites for the basic call functionality (SIP-ISDN, ISDN-SIP, SIP-SIP) and „basic“ supplementary services CLIP/OIR (OIP/OIR), COLP/COLR (TIP/TIR), Call HOLD,   (about 400 test cases). It should be possible to do the TTCN 3 Abstract test suite in 100 working days and validation in 50 days. 

The PSTN – SIP, SIP - PSTN  and RFC 3325 tests (in the informative annex)  are not scope of the STF.

The STF will perform the validation using the equipment provided by Iskratel (mainly by Iskratel and possibly one part by Telekom Austria premises). The same arrangement was provided in STF 301.
Additional supplementary services would be done by a new STF, to be requested under the first allocation of the ETSI budget 2007.

4 Interview of candidates

The candidates have been short-listed for this meeting, in relation to their previous experience with TISPAN WG6, either for the voluntary contribution or the participation to previous STFs.  The experts made a presentation of their specific knowledge and their possible contribution to the different of the STF activity.  The experience of the expert can cover the main areas of the project, as required.
· Peter Schmitting:
good knowledge of ISDN

· Axel Rennoch:
good knowledge of SIP and, in particular, synchronization framework

· Csaba Koppany:
ISDN background, more recently involved in SIP conformance testing, knowledge of Ericsson tools.
· Iztok Juvancic
is representing Iskratel for the validation part, in the second phase.

The availability of candidates is as follows:

· Peter Schmitting:
38 days, mainly in the early part of the STF

· Axel Rennoch:
up to 50% (2 weeks per month), 40 days

· Csaba Koppany:
40 days (25 days at ETSI + 15 days at home), mainly from July

Iskratel will indicate which experts will actually participate in the STF work.  Considering that Iskratel is involved only in the validation phase, the LoE can be established later on.

Travel budget (5,000 EUR) is left available as contingency either for travel or if required to complete TTCN, possibly to take into account feedback from validation.
8 STF reporting and milestones
The following milestones will be included in the experts’ LoE:

· Milestone A: Progress Report#1 referring progress of work, number of test cases completed, forecast for the STF activity, approved by the TISPAN WG6 Chairman and the STF Manager on behalf of the ETSI Director-General.  The Report will be provided by the STF Leader to STFLINK after the end of the STF session (21 July 2006). 
· Milestone B: Progress Report#2 approved by the TISPAN WG6 Chairman and the STF Manager on behalf of the ETSI Director-General.  At this point in time, the test cases for basic functionality and basic supplementary services (about 400 test cases), should be completed.  The Report will be provided by the STF Leader to STFLINK after the end of the STF session (29 September 2006).
· Milestone C: Final Report, after completion of validation of the test cases, referring of DTS/TISPAN-06012-2 approved by TISPAN WG6 at the TISPAN#12bis plenary meeting (11-15 December 2006).  The Report and the draft TS will be uploaded by the STF Leader in the TISPAN docbox and sent to STFLINK at least two weeks before the meeting (26 November 2006).
The template for the Progress Report and the Final Report can be found on the ETSI Portal.
Two weeks before the date the report is due by the STF Leader, the ETSI Secretariat will send a template, initialized with the information relevant to the milestone to the STF Leader.
