1 Introduction

The TB Chairman, Mr Martin Brand chaired the meeting.  The meeting was opened at 9:00 and lasted until 12:30.  The agenda was approved.  The participants made a short “round the table” presentation.

2 STF concept

The ETSI concept is that STF experts normally work together in Sophia Antipolis.  The STF must work according to the ToR approved by the Board.  The draft deliverables produced by the STF will be submitted for approval by WG6 and, then, the TISPAN plenary.  The work within the STF is organized by the STF leader, in co-ordination with the TISPAN WG6 for technical guidance and the ETSI Secretariat for the management of resources.  More details on the STF working methods can be found on the ETSI Portal: http://portal.etsi.org/stfs/process/home.asp 
3 STF funding
This STF is funded from the ETSI budget 2006, budget line PTCC.
The total resources are 90 000 EUR: 150 working days, with no travel budget
Due to the limited availability of the experts, it is expected that part of this resources (about 105 days, corresponding to 63 000 EUR) will be spent in 2006 and the remainder (45 days, corresponding to 27 000 EUR) will be spent in 1Q2007. 

AB will ask Board#59 (4-5 October) to authorize carry over of unused resources from 2006 budget.  Alternatively, should this solution not be accepted by the Board, AB will include the request for funding the remaining resources under the first allocation of the budget 2007.  No action is needed by TISPAN, however, in either case; the final decision on the continuation of funding for STF310 in 2007 will be taken by Board#59.  We will be able to extend experts’ contracts as soon as the plan for 2007 will be agreed, and after Board#59 decision. 
4 Review of Terms of Reference

The technical content of the Terms of Reference has been confirmed, however, the end date, originally planned by WG6 in October 2006 has been changed to 1Q2007.  AB will update the ToR accordingly.
The STF will provide the following deliverable: DTS/TISPAN-06014-4.
The title in WPM is as follows:

Interworking between Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) and Bearer Independent Call Control Protocol (BICC) or ISDN User Part (ISUP); Part 5: Abstract Test Suite (ATS) and partial Protocol Implementation eXtra Information for Testing (PIXIT) for Profile C SIP-BICC/ISUP.
It should be clarified whether this item will be “Part 4”, as in the code or “Part 5”, as in the title.

The original work item schedule was based upon the assumption that the STF would have finished in October 2006.  The information in WPM must be updated.  The new schedule has not been discussed in detail during the meeting.

A possible time scale could be as follows, targeting WG6 approval end-March and TISPAN approval at the next plenary TISPAN#14 (31 May 2007).

5 Interview of candidates

The candidates have been interviewed individually against a common set of questions.  A selection panel was formed with Martin Brand, Anthony Wiles and Alberto Berrini.

6 Selection of experts and STF leader

All candidates have been selected for the STF, for remunerated work (Axel Rennoch, Andrej Ciglic, Bostjan Pintar) and voluntary contribution (Inga Butynskaya, Adila Slomic Skrbinac).  In relation with his previous experience, Mr. Axel Rennoch will be the STF Leader.

The total availability of the remunerated experts in 2006 is limited to 105 days. It was decided to carry over the remaining 45 days into 2007. Mr. Brand calculated that approx. 4-5 test cases per day could be produced. Mr. Wiles noted that the speed of the STF would be dependant on the quality of the input TPs. Due to the resource limitations of 105 days it was decided to concentrate on the SIP/ISUP tests in 2006 and do the ISDN/SIP-I tests in 2007. 

The 50 days voluntary effort from IUT is considered an additional resource to the STF and it is unknown at this point in time what the actual extent of the contribution in terms of real output will be. This is seen as a way of bring new, less experienced experts into the STF mechanism.

7 Sessions plan and contracts

The STF will start on 14 August 2006. The initial plan has been agreed until end 2006, as in the attached EXCEL sheet.
