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As Telecommunications Engineer, he started his career in France Telecom in the field of public infrastructure networks. He then worked for DAFSA (a financial and stock exchange information Company) to set up an international real time network for stock-exchange information. In 1986 he joined the consultancy activity of an information and communication systems engineering company AUSY, former IBSI. He carried out and led numerous studies on the needs of businesses (French and International) and French government organisations. He became head of the consultancy department in 1990 and developed the international activity. During this period, he used to work with the French standardization body (AFNOR) on OSI layers.
In 1994, he created ITEMS International with AUSY and some partners in the international field. As expert in strategic, regulatory and “technology evolution” nationally and international issues, he has developed several missions for the European Commissions, the ART, different players in the market such as France telecom, BT, SITA, CEGETEL … and the new entrants: COLT, WorldCom, Tiscali, Level3 … 
In parallel, he carried out strategic studies with different local authorities. 1- In order to develop strategies for developing broadband: Picardie, Brittany, Cataluña, North-East Englan … 2- to develop e-Governement services: Issy les Moulineaux (eAdministration), UNAF/Ministère de la Famille (Services delivered to the families), Morocco …
He has worked in the International Broadband models study, integrating voices, databases and TV services (Triple Play). He has carried out studies in this field for the “Caisse des Depots et Consignations” (International benchmarks), Morgan Stanley (Capex analysis / Due Diligence), Bain (Capex analysis).

He has recently work on a strategic project in France (Brittany) in the field of R&D in “Video and Network” including France Telecom, Thomson, Thales, Alcatel and TF1.
Since two years, he has been in charge of different studies on Software industries. One has been managed for the French Ministry of Industries. The result has been presented to the European Commission. Now, an international initiative on software is going to be launched (Software 2010) with the support of the European Commission.
