Verticals in the M2M Consolidation

There are a number of aspects of Verticals with respect to M2M Consolidation that need to be addressed. 
· Value proposition for Verticals to become engaged in the M2M Consolidation activity. To be defined. See document from Industry group consolidation.
· Global standardisation allows very large economies of scale which drives down cost and increases demand

· Increases market opportunities eg vendor in one region can supply a market in another

· Users have greater choice
· Allows cost-savings through flexiblility in choosing Transport Networks.
 - Standardized M2M allows to choose a Transport Network according to the needs of the application (cost, reliability, accessibility ...)

· Cost-savings on devices through standardized interfaces on Device/Gateway side
 - Manufacturing devices using a standardized service interface on device/gateway removes the need to custom-taylor that interface. 

· Off-the-shelf devices can be used.
