2) Proposed text

A number of Standards Development Organizations
 (the SDOs) recognize that many industries are addressing machine-to-machine (M2M) solutions and applications that frequently require custom hardware and software, typically resulting in longer time-to-market, higher development costs, and higher operational expenses. Currently developed solutions are similar but unique to each vertical industry. 
The SDOs recognize that M2M services often rely upon telecommunications providers for connectivity between the myriad of devices in the field and the M2M application servers. Telecommunications companies are optimizing networks to more effectively meet industry needs for M2M communications and are in the process of developing standards for these optimizations. However, the SDOs also recognize the need for a common set of Technical Specifications leading to efficient, easily and widely available capabilities, which can be readily embedded within various hardware and software; an M2M Service Layer. 
Thus, the SDOs have identified the need for a cooperative M2M community standards activity that leads to regularly enhanced releases of the M2M Service Layer specifications. Such a specification has potential benefit to service providers, equipment manufacturers and end consumers. This standards activity is referred to as the Global Initiative for M2M Standardization (M2M GI)
The SDOs have a common understanding of a proposed scope of the M2M GI, which is available from the web site «insert URL». The SDOs are currently deploying resource to achieve the proposed timeline, also available on the web site. 

The SDOs recognize that the scope of the work cannot be adequately addressed using telecommunications-centric expertise alone. Consequently, we invite any organization or company with interest in participating in or enhancing the work to contact one of the SDOs. It should be noted that the information on the web site is a work-in-progress, and will be molded to suit the needs of the participants. 
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
